application had numerous places that required a signature from the 
Village Manager, our Village Clerk, me, or some combination of 
all of us.  We received notice from the IEPA that our Preliminary 
Application was approved and on March 23rd we sent the cartons 
with the Final Applications to Springfield. We had our Final 
Applications into the IEPA before the Preliminary Applications 
were even due. We figured that once the due dates approached, 
the IEPA would be swamped, so we wanted to be near the head of 
the list. We were. At the last count, I believe that there were over 
800 applications submitted, with funding for about 250 available. 
We were projects numbers 3, 4, and 5 on our assigned project 
manager’s list: project numbers 1 and 2 were projects left over 
from last year. 
 
How did we accomplish this with such a small workforce? I believe 
it has to do with the dedication and the teamwork of the Village 
Hall Staff and Bannockburn Police Department. Maria, Linda, and 
Blanca are not what you think of when you think of Government 
Workers.  Nights and weekends were the norm, and while this was 
the overriding project, we still had to keep the Village running. 
The Police Department certainly stepped up to the plate and 
provided the support to help keep things moving efficiently.  By 
the time the applications were sent out everyone, from Village 
Staff to the  Police Department, was frazzled and exhausted. 
 
On April 15th, we received the construction permit from the IEPA 
for the Water and Storm Sewer Projects on Telegraph, Stirling and 
Valley and on June 4th we received the permit for the Sanitary 
Sewer Project on Telegraph. On July 15th we were ready to begin 
the notice and bidding process.  On July 20th, the Village received 
from IEPA loan intent notifications for all three projects.  As a 
result, on July 24th we began advertising for bids.  Since this loan is 
funded with state and federal money, the bid notice period has to 
be open for a long time, 45 days, so the bids won’t be opened until 
September 9th. 
 
Assuming all goes well, we may conditionally approve contracts 
for all three projects at the Sept 14th Board Meeting. The contracts 
then have to go to Springfield for auditing from the IEPA. We 
hope to be able to begin the water main and sanitary sewer work 
by October 12th..  One possible factor in the planning schedule is 
the backlog of paperwork at the IEPA. In a normal year, they 
approve about 50 loans like this. This year they expect to have to 
do 250.  Working in our favor is the fact that, once again, we are 
at the head of the pack. 
 
We also have a storm sewer and culvert replacement work on 
Stirling Road and Valley Road which is not part of this loan 
program.  We hope to begin work on this project as early as 
September 28th.  This work is partially funded by Lake County and 
FEMA respectively.  By December 1st, we expect to start 
construction on the Telegraph water main, and switch over the 

water service to residents of Stirling and Valley about December 
20th. The homes along Telegraph should be switched over to the 
new water main by May 1st.  Sewer and Road work will continue 
on Stirling and Valley for much of 2010. 
 
The Village has also received a 70/30 matching grant to grind 
and overlay Telegraph Road from Wilmot Road to North 
Avenue. This explains the pink marks on the road. These are 
mostly areas where the sub surface needs to be patched before it 
can be repaved. This project will go to bid either in November or 
January with work to begin in the spring. We plan to use Motor 
Fuel Tax funds to pay for our share (30%) of the project. 
 
No doubt about it, next year will be a mess around here. The 
good news is that with these projects under our belts, the 
majority of our infrastructure will be less than 20 years old, and 
we will not have depleted our reserves.  To accomplish this, 
thanks goes to the grants and loans, Maria, Linda, Blanca, and the 
Police Department who worked so hard to obtain them on our 
behalf. 
 
In other news… the widening of Waukegan Road and the 
installation of the storm water culverts under the roadway are 
almost done and the Village rain gardens are installed. There is 
some sort of irony in that these projects were to be completed in 
June to control storm water but were delayed because we had 
too much rain. IDOT has let the contract to correct the drainage 
along Route 22 at Bannockburn Green and work should begin 
August 17th. As much as I’m going to appreciate a solution to the 
roadway flooding, I’m sure our Police Department will 
appreciate it more as they are the ones standing in the rain 
directing traffic when it floods. 
 
Bannockburn Day is Sunday August 23rd from 12:00 p.m. – 4:00 
p.m.  In addition to the traditional food and games for the kids 
we will also have a hayride from 1:00 p.m. - 3:00 p.m.  We are 
also pleased to have people from Lake County coming by to 
explain how rain gardens work, and why they are some of the 
best ways to deal with excessive rain (Remember June?)  So 
come by, grab a bite to eat, meet and talk to your neighbors, and 
learn about rain gardens and why both your Village Board and 
Lake County thought this approach was worth investing money 
into it. If you think the rain garden is just the patch by the school, 
as Al Jolson would have said “You ain’t seen nothing yet!”.  Call 
847-945-6080 to RSVP by Monday the 17th so we can get a count 
and know how much food to buy for the party.

The United States Small Business Administration (SBA) has 
included Lake County in the SBA Disaster Declaration for 
southeast Wisconsin. This declaration results from the severe 
storms and flash flooding that occurred June 18-20.  
 

Financial assistance is available to help with uninsured losses 
from those storms and flash flooding.  Homeowners, renters, 
business owners and private not-for-profit organizations may 
qualify for assistance regardless of where they are located in 
Lake County. Eligible damage could have been caused by river 
or stream flooding, overland (flash) flooding, or storm water 
and sewer back-up into homes.   
 

Applications for funding can be made in person, by telephone 
or through the SBA website.  Those applying in person must 
visit one of the SBA assistance centers in Kenosha County.  
Employees from the SBA will be available to help complete the 
loan application and answer questions. 
 

“Loans up to $200,000 are available to homeowners to repair 
or replace damaged or destroyed real estate. Homeowners and 
renters are eligible for loans up to $40,000 to repair or replace 
damaged or destroyed personal property,” said Frank Skaggs, 
Director of SBA’s Disaster Field Operations Center in Atlanta. 
 

Businesses and non-profit organizations of any size may borrow 
up to $2 million to repair or replace damaged or destroyed real 
estate, machinery and equipment, inventory, and other 
business assets. 
 

People interested in receiving an SBA low interest loan 
application can also call the SBA at 1.800.659.2955 or contact 
them by email at www.sba.gov/services/disasterassistance.  
 

The filing deadline to return applications for physical property 
damage is September 14, 2009. The deadline to return 
economic injury applications is April 15, 2010.
