The 2010 Rain Barrel & Tumbling Composter Sale will be held this spring with orders being taken until April 30th. This is a 
pre-sale only event and all orders need to be in by 4:30 p.m. on Friday, April 30th. The sale pickup will be held on 
Wednesday, May 12th and Thursday, May 13th from 12:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. at the new Lake County Fairgrounds in 
Grayslake. 
  
Rain barrels and composters can be purchased by filling out an order form by going on line to http://lakecountyil.gov/
Stormwater/LakeCountyWatersheds/BMPs/RainBarrelSale.htm and sending it to the Lake County Storm Water 
Commission District Office (100 North Atkinson Road, Suite 102-A, Grayslake, IL 60030-7805) with a check, by 
purchasing online using your credit card or debit card through PayPal, or by dropping by the District Office and paying by 
either cash or check.  
  
The 2010 sale with offer terra cotta, grey, black, and blue 55 gallon rain barrels, along with 55 gallon black tumbling 
composters (assembly is required for composters). The rain barrels are $79 and the tumbling composters are $130. For

Did you know that the Village of Bannockburn has watering 
restrictions?  Lawn sprinkling is not permitted between the 
hours of 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  
This restriction is in place annually from May 15 through 
September 15.  Commercial and industrial water users who 
have automatic irrigation systems are asked to do their 
sprinkling from 12:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The purpose of the 
watering restrictions is to limit non-essential water uses and 
reduce the risk of negatively impacting our water supply.  
Please note that new sod and/or plantings are exempt from the 
watering restrictions.
